Findings;
1) A complete application was received March 7, 2018. The initial decision period deadline
per MN Statute 15.99 is May 6, 2018.

2) This site generally drains west and north into a large wetland/floodplain complex. The
wetland drains into a creek system that flows east approximately %2 miles where it runs
under Peony Lane into the EIm Creek floodplain/wetland complex.

3) Development will occur in 2 phases. Phase | will take place in the southerly +32 acres of
the site and consist of 56 single family lots. The northerly +7.5 acres will be phase Il of
the project. It will remain undisturbed with the existing home intact. Ultimately phase I1
will be subdivided into 24 additional lots.

4) For stormwater treatment, the applicant is proposing three separate bio-filtration basins to
provide rate, volume control and water quality treatment of the stormwater runoff for
both phases of development. Two of the three basins are in phase | with the third basin
proposed for phase Il. Approximately 5.9 acres will eventually drain into basin 3.
During the interim period between Phases | and Il, 2.5 acres from the newly graded area
will drain unprotected off the site.

a. An interim sediment and water quality ponding basin, inside of the proposed
grading limits for phase I is proposed until phase 1l is constructed.

5) The City of Plymouth will provide the long term operation and maintenance on the
permanent stormwater basins for this site.

6) Abstraction volume meets the Commission’s standard; Total new impervious area for the
site is 8.80 acres before any credits = 35,154 cubic feet of abstraction required. After
credits = 33,204 cubic feet are required. Actual volume proposed = 54,089 cubic feet.

a. Disconnected credits are only available for Lots 10, 11, 18 and 40 to 46 block 2
Phase I and in Phase Il, lots 1& 4 block 1 and lots 1 to 5, block 2. Assume %2 of
impervious area is credit, 2,500 sq. ft. per home foot print = 17 lots x 1250 =
21,250 sq. ft. (0.49 ac) impervious credit = 1,950 cubic feet of credit. (33,204
cubic feet site abstraction accounts for this credit)

b. Four sump manhole are proposed above each filter basin to provide pretreatment.

c. Combined filtration volumes for the three basins = 54,089 cubic feet based on
30% soil void space in the engineered soils and 100% between the bottom of the
basin and outlet flow. Basin 1= 18,520 cubic feet, basin 2 =21,848 cubic feet,
basin 3 = 13,721 cubic feet

d. Drawdown for each basin will be less than 48 hours. Basin 1= 20 hours, Basin 2
= 24 hours and basin 3 = 15 hours.

7) Nutrient and TSS loads meet the Commission’s standards.

a. Pre-development phosphorus loads = 8.1 Ibs/year
b. Post-development phosphorus loads = 8.1 Ibs/year
c. Pre-development TSS loads = 1573 Ibs/year

d. Post-development TSS loads = 1152 Ibs/year

9) The City of Plymouth is the LGU in charge of administering the Wetland Conservation
Act on this site. No wetlands appear to be impacted by this development.

11) Erosion and sediment control plans meet the Commission’s requirements.

12) No floodplain impacts will occur on this site. A small area of Zone A floodplain occurs
in the far NE corner of Lot 7, Block 1 (Future Lots 2&3, Block 1 Phase I1). No impact to
this flood zone are proposed at this time. A Base Flood Elevation (BFE) LOMA should
be pursued on this corridor to clarify any future mortgage or floodplain impact issues.
